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 A Toronto native, Marco Bertuzzo’s work is rooted in a study of allegory. He creates 
highly colourful, and seemingly symbolic paintings. These pieces, blur the line between erotic 
and grotesque, beautiful and tacky, meaning and meaningless. Each piece invites the viewer 
to decipher their hidden messages and in doing so, fill the piece with the meaning that each 
viewer creates. In his work we see bodies, icons, animals and architecture in all it’s classical 
orders dissolve into each other, loosed from history to be reanimated in the image of the 
present. These days, after all, everything is a remake.
